
2009 Student-Athlete Development Coaches Forum



NOMINATION FORM
In partnership with the championships group, the student-athlete development staff within educational affairs will conduct the first annual Student-Athlete Development Coaches Forum (Forum).  The objective of the forum is to provide a three-phase coaching development opportunity to students interested in becoming coaches in the sport of Bowling, Soccer, Swimming & Diving or Wrestling after graduating from college.  Forum content includes educating participants in the areas of program management, eligibility, budgeting, student-athlete well being, diversity, championship play, committee structure etc.
FORUM DESIGN

Stage 1: Workshop 
Selected students will attend a one and a half day workshop in late May.  The focus of the workshop is to educate attendees on the unique aspects of running a collegiate athletic sports program (organization planning, budgeting, crisis management, recruiting requirements, campus relations, secondary degree, etc.). 

Stage 2: Mentor Connection
Forum attendees will be connected with mentors.  The mentor will be responsible for monthly communication with their mentee via e-mail, phone or site visit in an effort to educate the mentee on coaching (x’s and o’s, practice plans, workout drills, etc.).

Stage 3: Sport Specific 
Forum attendees will be given the opportunity to attend either a committee meeting or championship, and work with each sports coaching association in an effort to attend the sports specific national convention.  
Program Eligibility Requirements
Eligible participants must…
· Be graduating from NCAA member institution in the 2009-10 academic year.
· Be in good academic standing according to institution’s requirements (transcript will be requested upon selection).
· Have an interest to coach in the sport of Bowling, Soccer, Swimming & Diving or Wrestling. 
Nominee Requirements
In order for your name to be reviewed in the selection process, you must…

· Complete a personal information form.

· Complete a personal statement of interest (In 250 to 400 words, explain why you want to coach and how, through the knowledge gained as an attendee at the Coaches Forum, you will add value to the lives of NCAA student-athletes in the future).
· Provide two letters of recommendations.
· One from an athletic administrator or coach and one from a current professor.
Additional Information
· Multiple student-athletes can be nominated from one institution.

· For full consideration, make sure each nomination form is completed; incomplete nominations will not be considered.  A complete nomination includes a personal information form, a personal statement and two letters of recommendation post marked not later than Friday, April 3, 2009.  
· The Forum will be conducted May 28 & 29. 

· Disney’s Coronado Springs Resort in Lake Buena Vista Florida will host the Forum.  

· Participants will arrive the evening of May 27 and depart the afternoon of May 29. 
· The Forum is provided at no cost to participants.
In order to be considered in the selection process for the Forum, a complete packet of nominee requirements (personal information form, personal statement of interest and two letters of recommendation) must be faxed to the attention of Curtis J.
